Air Quality study. Martin reports that the study found ultrafine  and other  particulates from SMO operations  are measurably impacting Los Angeles residents east of the airports.  Martin, through CRAAP,  is in touch with Bill Rosendahl and other city, state and federal representatives on this matter.

Mar Vista, Venice, West L.A., and Westside Neighborhood Councils can adopt positions which can then be taken to the city-wide Neighborhood Councils and then on to the Los Angeles City Council through Bill Rosendahl.
